Plaintiff’s Motion for Order of Default








Plaintiff Nathen Barton moves the Court for entry an Order of Default against defendant Insurance Supermarket, Inc.
RELIEF REQUESTED
Insurance Supermarket, Inc failed to respond to Plaintiff’s Complaint. Accordingly, Plaintiff moves the Court for an Entry of Default pursuant to Court Rule 55(a).
Statement of facts
CR 55(a)(1) provides that a Motion for Default is proper where a defendant fails to appear, answer, or otherwise defend within the time required by CR 4(b). Insurance Supermarket, Inc was properly served. Pursuant to CR 12(a)(1), Insurance Supermarket, Inc’s Answer to Plaintiff’s Complaint was within 20 days after service of process on August 6, 2024. As a corporation, Defendant Insurance Supermarket, Inc. cannot be a service member or a dependent of a service member. More than 60 days have elapsed since the last date of service, and Insurance Supermarket, Inc. has failed to appear, answer, or submit other responsive pleadings, and is thus in default. Plaintiff’s claim is for an amount certain, and default judgment may now be entered pursuant to CR 55(b)(1).
statement of issues
Under Court Rule 55(a), should Plaintiff’s Motion for Order of Default be granted when Insurance Supermarket, Inc failed to appear, plead, or otherwise respond to the Complaint?
Evidence relied UPon
This motion is based on the Declaration of Plaintiff Nathen Barton and the papers and pleadings on file in this case, including:
· Summons and Complaint in this case
· Declaration of Plaintiff Nathen Barton in Support of Motion for Order of Default
· Declarations of Service.
· Declaration of Barton Regarding the Service Members’ Civil Relief Act
Authority
Default is appropriate. This motion is pursuant to CR 55(a), which provides in pertinent part that “When a party against whom a judgment for affirmative relief is sought has failed to appear, plead, or otherwise defend as provided by these rules and that fact is made to appear by motion and affidavit, a motion for default may be made.” Here, the Defendant has not entered an appearance, made an informal appearance, filed an answer, or asked for more time to answer. Declaration of plaintiff Barton.
Under CR 55(a), Barton is entitled to an entry of default against Defendant. More than 60 days has passed without Insurance Supermarket, Inc filing an answer or other responsive pleading or motion. Insurance Supermarket, Inc was properly served with Barton’s Complaint, and an order of default is appropriate. 
Conclusion
Insurance Supermarket, Inc has not responded to the Complaint within the time specified by the Civil Rules. Accordingly, Plaintiff respectfully requests that the Court issue an order of Default against Insurance Supermarket, Inc.
